All printing techniques mentioned in the guidelines are welcome to be part of the event. Moreover, for this 2015 round of the Biennale, special attention will be given to wood engraving and wood cutting techniques. The Exhibition will highlight these techniques in different ways to shed more light on their particularities, introducing them to the general public. We encourage artists to create miniature prints of wood engraving and wood cut in order to share their creativity with us, through their participation in this special international event.

Guidelines for Participation 

· Deadline for applications is 11 January 2015.
· All applications should be sent by e-mail to Miniature.Graphics@bibalex.org. Applications sent by regular mail will NOT be considered.

· Please attach your CV (in English) to the e-mail.

· Please attach pictures of five sample artworks to the e-mail.

· Accepted artworks in previous rounds are NOT eligible.
· A confirmation of acceptance will be sent by e-mail to selected artists. 
· Only selected artists can send their artworks. Please do not send your artworks without receiving a confirmation of acceptance from us. If we receive artworks we did not request, we will not be able to return them.

· Selected artists will receive full information on how to send their artworks.

· The size of the print must not exceed 10 x 10 cm; and the size of the paper must not exceed 21 x 24 cm to fit in specifically prepared frames (inner size of the frame 22 x 25 cm).
· All selected artists are invited to participate with only three artworks.
· All artworks will remain as a kind of donation by the artist to the Bibliotheca Alexandrina and will become part of the Bibliotheca Alexandrina’s Permanent Art Collection. All donations will be acknowledged by a certificate sent to the artist following the term of the Biennale.
· Accepted techniques are:

1.  Lithograph 

2.  Intaglio 

3.  Screen-printing 

4.  Wood and Linocut 

5.  Wood engravings. 
* Digital prints are not acceptable.
· The deadline for receiving artworks at the Bibliotheca Alexandrina is
26 February 2015.
· A catalogue featuring all artworks selected for display will be printed. One copy will be sent to each participating artist.
