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El Hosseny Dance Company, Helsinky, Finland
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El Hosseny Dance Company is based in Helsinky, Finland. It was
founded in 2006 by Tuija Rinne and Mohamed El Hosseny, and
congists of a group of skiled female dancers. It is an expansion of
the Egyptian El Hosseny Dance Company, a group of 10 Egyptian
professional male dancers. The company holds all- night shows and
performs in festivals and different other occasions. Its repertoire
includes Egyptian dance in its many forms: folk dances as well as
classical and modern styles of oriental dance.
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Nawal Ben Abdalla, Paris, France

Nawal is a Moroccan dancer, choreographer and teacher. Since
1998, she teaches Moroccan and oriental dance in Paris. She
also devotes herself to spread her art through the dance training
workshops and the shows that she leads in Paris and abroad. Nawal
is deeply inspired by the artistic effervescence of the fifties in Cairo,
as well as by the modern development of the oriental dance today
and by the richness of the dance in her own country, Morocco. She
created the oriental dance association “Les Amis de Nawal” in 1990,
and she founded her company “Nawal Benabdallah” in 1991.

Her meeting with the great Egyptian choreographer Mahmoud
Reda, in 1991, was the beginning of a close collaboration. The
pedagogy and the style of this master resembled her own ideal in
teaching this art. In order to pay tribute to him, Nawal participated
in a number of shows and film shootings together with the Reda
Troupe in Cairo in 1997. She created the festival “L'Orient de la
Dance” in Paris in 2004.
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Ismail Oriental Dance, Iltaly

Saad Ismail, the internationally prestigious choreographe and
dancer, was born in Alexandria, Egypt, in 1953.

He studied Egyptian folklore with Mahmoud Reda and Ali El Guindi.
He is also a qualified anthropologist, graduated from the University
of Alexandria and specialized in the history and culture of Arabic
Folklore.

He has developed his own method of teaching based on the Eight
Basic Positions of Oriental Dance.

He currently lives in Rome where he created his own school for
dancing, he holds international workshops and participates in
festivals.

He is to be considered the pioneer of the Egyptian Dance in Italy.
He founded different dance froupes in Italy: Rakis El Nile (1980),
Arabesque (1989) and finally Ismail Oriental Dance in (2000). The
company has participated in major festivals and participated in
television shows.
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Al Andalus Danza, Spain
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The Spanish dancer and choreographer Nesma started Oriental
Dancein 1991. She developed her artistic career starting 1993 for five
years in Cairo. Nesma's artistic career was enriched in 1998 through
meeting Mahmoud Reda, when she joined his dance troupe.

On aninfernational level, Nesma has performed and taught all over
the world.

In 1999, she founded Al Andalus Dance Center and Al Andalus Dance
Company, and both dedicated to the promotion of the Egyptian and
Andalusia Dance.

The company has performed in major Spanish Theaters. Among the
most emblematic performances are: Memories of the Nile (2001), From
the Nile of the Guadalquivir (2002) and a Life for Dancing (2005).
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The company was founded by Rebecca Widi, dancer and
choreographer in Switzerland. After many years of studying
and teaching oriental dance, she met the father of this fine art,
Mahmoud Reda. Since then her work was deeply influenced by the
unigue dance technique of Mahmoud Reda.

Rebeccais teaching since 16 years and has her own dance school
in Switzerland since the year 2000. Her froupe consists of 22 members
and some of them have the great opportunity to perform this year
in Alexandria.
